ORDER:  

Government vide order 8th read above, have decided to convert the 
services of Village Revenue Assistants who have not attained the age of 61 
years into full time, absorbing them in suitable Government Departments, 
against the categories of Office Subordinate/ Record Assistant / Junior 
Assistant or equivalent categories as per their qualifications and extend them 
regular pay scales, in the following manner:- 
 

Qualification Category & Pay Scale 
(1) (2) 

Up to 10th class  Office Subordinate 
Rs.19000-58850/- 

Intermediate Record Asst. (or) equivalent 
Rs.22240-67300/- 

Degree and above Junior Asst. (or) equivalent 
Rs.24280-72850/- 

  
2. It is felt that there is need to accordingly have service rules to provide 
for appointment of Village Revenue Assistants by transfer to Last Grade 
Service / General subordinate Service / Ministerial Service in the needy 
departments. 

 

3. Therefore, Government have decided to frame Service Rules regulating 
the appointment of Village Revenue Assistants by transfer to Last Grade 
Service / General subordinate Service / Ministerial Service in the Government 
departments and also to amend the Telangana Village Revenue Assistant 
Service Rules, 2005, issued in  G.O.Ms. No. 1849, Revenue (VO) 
Department, dated 28.10.2005, suitably.

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4. Accordingly, the following notifications shall be published in the 
Telangana Gazette, dated: 09.08.2023:-    

NOTIFICATION-I 
 

In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to the Article 309 of 
the Constitution of India, the Governor of Telangana hereby makes the 
following rules regulating the appointment of Village Revenue Assistants to 
Last Grade Service / General subordinate Service / Ministerial Service, 
namely:-  

RULES 

1.  Short Title and commencement :- 
 

1).  These rules may be called the Telangana Village Revenue Assistants 
(Appointment by transfer to the Last Grade Service / General 
Subordinate Service / Ministerial Service) Rules, 2023. 

 

2).   These rules shall be deemed to have come into force with immediate 
effect. 

 

2. Definitions:- 
 

a) ‘General Subordinate Service’ means the service under the Telangana 
State General Subordinate Service Rules, 1995. 
 

b) ‘Last Grade Service’ means the service under the Telangana Last Grade 
Service Rules, 1992. 

 

c) ‘Ministerial Service’ means the service under the Telangana Ministerial 
Service Rules, 1998. 
 

d) ‘Village Revenue Assistant’ means any person who holds any of the 
village office of Neeraganti, Neeradi, Vetti, Kavalkar, Toti, Talayari, 
Tandalgar and Sethsindhi or any such village office by whatever 
designation it may be locally known and governed by Telangana Village 
Revenue Assistant Service Rules, 2005. 

 
3) Appointment of Village Revenue Assistants to Last Grade 

Service/ General Subordinate Service / Ministerial Service:- 
 

1)    Notwithstanding anything contained in the Telangana Last Grade 
Service Rules, 1992 the Telangana General Subordinate Service 
Rules, 1995, the Telangana Ministerial Service Rules, 1996, the 
Telangana  State and Subordinate Service Rules, 1996, Village 
Revenue Assistant who has not attained the age of sixty one year 
shall be eligible for appointment by transfer to the categories of 
Office Subordinate/ Record Assistant/ Junior Assistant or equivalent 
categories, under  Last Grade Service / General Subordinate Service/ 
Ministerial Service, respectively, in any Department, subject to 
possessing the qualifications prescribed for such categories in the 
said rules.  

 

       Provided that such qualifications shall be relaxed wherever 
necessary in respect of appointment by transfer to the category of 
Office Subordinate or equivalent categories, in the Last Grade 
Service.  

(2)  On and from the date of appointment to Last Grade Service / General 
Subordinate Service/ Ministerial Service, the  provisions of the 
Telangana Village Revenue Assistant Service Rules, 2005 shall cease 
to apply to such appointees.  
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4.  Appointing Authority:- 
 

 The District Collector shall be the appointing authority for appointment 
of Village Revenue Assistant by transfer to Last Grade Service / General 
Subordinate Service/ Ministerial Service in the office of any department in 
the district. 

 

5.   Power to give directions:- 
 

  The State Government may, from time to time, issue such general or 
special directions to the District Collectors, as they deem necessary or 
expedient for the purpose of carrying out the objects of these Rules. 
 

NOTIFICATION –II  
 

In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to the Article 309 of 
the Constitution of India, the Governor of Telangana hereby makes the 
following amendments to the Telangana Village Revenue Assistant Service 
Rules, 2005 issued in G.O.Ms. No. 1849, Revenue (VO) Department, dated 
28.10.2005 as amended from time to time, namely:-  

 

AMENDMENT 
  

(1) In Part-II,   Rules 4,5,6,8, 9 and in Part-IV, Rule 21 shall be 
omitted. 
 

(2) In Part IV, in Rule 34 (2), the words ‘Village Revenue Officer’ shall 
be replaced by ‘ Tahsildar’. 

 

(3) In Part-VII, in Rule 65, the sentence “ Except in so far as provided 
in sub rules (5) of Rule 9 of these rules “ shall be deleted.  
 

(4)  In Part VII, the following rule shall be added: 
 

67. There shall be no further appointments to the category of  
Village Revenue Assistants by any method, including by the 
method of compassionate appointment. 

 

5. The Chief Commissioner of Land Administration, Telangana, Hyderabad 
shall take necessary action in the matter, accordingly.
